Assignment Description:
	In this assignment you will select a recent research paper (2015 or later) from an inorganic chemistry journal such as Inorganic Chemistry, Dalton Transactions, European Journal of Inorganic Chemistry, or Inorganica Chimica Acta. This paper must be a full-length original research article (no communications, reviews, perspectives, or frontier articles). If you are unsure if your paper meets these requirements, please ask (before the deadline). You may either choose a paper on your own or email me with an inorganic chemistry topic you are interested in (before the submission deadline) and I will send you a small selection of papers to choose from. To select a paper email me with full citation along with a link and/or the PDF of the paper. Anyone who does not select a paper by the deadline will be assigned one.
	After selecting a paper, you will write (in your own words) a discussion of the paper making sure to include the answers the questions listed below in your discussion. Your goal is to explain the content of your paper to your classmates. Any source you use, including your selected paper, should be cited in ACS style according to the ACS style guide.  The use of figures, either from a paper or of your own creation, to enhance your description is encouraged, but not required. You will first submit a (complete) first draft for peer review. During the peer review process, you will be assigned two of your classmates’ papers to evaluate anonymously by completing a peer review evaluation form. Once you receive feedback on your own paper you will have the opportunity to revise before submitting the final draft.


Questions to Address in Your Discussion 
What is the research area of this study and why is it important?
How does the study contribute or add knowledge to the research area?
What is the authors’ hypothesis?
What experiments were performed to support the hypothesis and why were they chosen?
What were the results of the performed experiments?
What conclusions were the authors able to make from the results?
Did the results support the hypothesis?
What concept(s) we discussed in class are important for understanding this paper?
