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Chemistry 452 Literature Assignment 1
(25 points)

[bookmark: _GoBack]In your future jobs and/or educational tracks you will be asked to write brief summaries on research or work you have conducted. This assignment is designed to help you begin developing better writing skills.

Summary: The first part of the assignment is to summarize an article/communication that you have found in the literature that relates to a topic discussed in this class (Inorganic II) or CHE451 (Inorganic 1). It should tie loosely to organometallic chemistry and must be from a journal that has an impact factor of at least 2. You should write your summary so a person that knows something about chemistry would understand the main points of the article and value its importance. You should make sure to establish why this work is novel and how it relates to topics you previously learned. A chemist who picks up your summary should be able to understand your summary and why this work contributes towards bettering society and/or the chemical field. 


Requirements: The summary is limited to 2 pages (including figures and references), single-spaced, 12-point font, 1-inch margins, including citations using ACS style.
