Fair (2 or 1) – Too brief; lacking in important content; may be resubmitted.

Scale II: Experimental (5 points)

Excellent (5) – Format and content is nearly perfect.  All requested information is presented.  Easily reproducible.

Good (4 or 3)  – Somewhat lacking in either format or content (circled); mostly reproducible; may not be resubmitted.

____
Fair (2)  – Lacking in either format or crucial content is missing (circled); may be resubmitted.

____
Poor (1 or 0) – Lacking in both format and content; MUST be resubmitted.

Scale III: Results and Discussion (7 points)

____
Excellent (7) – Concise and clear, all pertinent information included and conclusions are clearly stated and supported; format and content are nearly perfect.

____
Good (5 or 6) – Somewhat lacking in either format or content (circled); may not be resubmitted.

____
OK (4) – Main conclusions not clearly stated or supported or missing discussion of major theme (circled); may not be resubmitted.

____
Fair (3 or 2) – Poorly written or missing discussion of several questions; may not be resubmitted.

____
Poor (1) – Poorly written and missing significant pertinent information; lacking in both format and content; MUST be resubmitted.

Scale IV: Grammar, Style, and Quality of Writing (4 points)

____
Excellent (4) – No typos; writing style is easy to read; paragraphs have clear themes; good transitions.

____
Good (3) – Minor typographical errors or grammatical errors (circled); may not be resubmitted.

____
Fair (2 or 1) – Clear lack of proofreading; poor sentence and/or paragraph structure (circled); may be resubmitted.

____
Poor (0) – Difficult to read past the grammar and style problems to the science; MUST be resubmitted.
