Guidelines for the Essay

You will type a brief essay (no more two-pages, single spaced) and discuss why your inorganic chemist is significant. Inorganic chemistry is a broad field! What is the expertise of your inorganic chemist?  Where do they publish their research (e.g. Inorganic Chemistry, Organometallics, etc)? It may be helpful to complete a SciFinder search on your inorganic chemist. Did you find out anything really cool about your chemist? Your essay must include an appropriate title and some biographical information for your inorganic chemist, namely where did they earn their undergraduate and graduate degrees? Include at least two references (in ACS format) for your essay. The essays are due in class on April 1st, 2013. Do not email to the instructor. No exceptions! 
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
