Citing and Finding the Chemical Literature.  
The objective of this assignment is to orient new students to searching and finding chemical literature and effectively citing said literature.  The library session focuses on the semantics of the ACS style, overviews appropriate indexing/searching tools, and has students search and find two citations for a future lab assignment for their chemistry class.  
1. Assign an article for the class to read. 

2. Have the students read the article prior to attending a library workshop.

a. The students bring to the session 2 citing sentences with in text citations and the full article citation in ACS style.

3. The librarian covers how to style the ACS citations and covers the quality of the citing sentences (don’t cite other’s work, don’t cite speculation, be specific and clear, relate it to your topic, &c).

4. The students correct their citation and sentences to best learn how to cite in ACS after the librarian’s presentation.

5. The librarian then covers indexing tools appropriate for the assignment/content/course.

a. The librarian addresses how to formulate keywords, use operators, features of the tools, &c.

6. The students search for 2 articles to use in an up coming lab report.

7. The students leave class after turning in two citations and two citing sentences for each article.  Students receive credit for the work.
